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FIRST TITLE
Name, purpose, location and duration
ARTICLE 1
Under the name of “Comprehensive Dentistry International Academy”, a private institution of scientific nature is identified and legally constituted as a non-profit civil association. The Association began its activities after the founding members approved the statute on May 31, 1999, in Lima (Peru).
ARTICLE 2
The association “Comprehensive Dentistry International Academy”, hereinafter called “AIOI”, has as its main purpose to be dedicated, without profits, to the qualification and development of a comprehensive dentist profile, making a professional who is able to diagnose, treat and solve, comprehensively, the problems presented by the patients, transferring only high complexity cases to specialists. The institution will have the capacity to organize services of theoretical and practical, educational and care training to the professionals of general practice that want to obtain a permanently updated profile with the last advances in different dental specialties.
Without prejudice to the main purpose above described, AIOI will be able to perform all kinds of acts and celebrate all sorts of contracts allowing the organization to fulfill properly its purposes, as well as to develop activities that, with this purpose, are in accordance with the International Board.
In that regard, among its purposes are:
a) To promote and favor national and international campaigns of oral health in benefit of the community. Although it is a non-profit organization, AIOI will be able to stipulate fees and costs in its educational activities that shall be assigned to the purposes of the Association.
b) To update professionals with the most modern advances in the main dental specialties
c) To establish and facilitate relations with national and international associations, scientific centers and other similar institutions, in order to exchange scientific and practical information.
d) Foster inter-professional and inter-institutional solidarity.
In order to achieve the above-mentioned purposes, the Association will perform scientific activities, promote the formation of study groups, and for this purpose, will establish relations with other institutions in order to organize services to carry out actions of oral prevention or similar activities.
AIOI shall constitute and facilitate the resources to maintain the publication of an independent communication body and stimulate the scientific research, collaborating with dental schools and other institutions of other countries.
ARTICLE 3
AIOI's main office will be located in the country and city of the International Board in exercise, being able to establish national boards in any place of the world, by agreement of the International Board.
ARTICLE 4
The duration of the Comprehensive Dentistry International Academy is indefinite.
SECOND TITLE
Members of the association
ARTICLE 5
Shall be members of the Association: Dental Surgeons, Dentistry Students, Dentistry Doctors, registered Stomatologists, similar professionals such as speech therapists, physical therapists and others, domiciled in the country or abroad, aiming to contribute to the achievement of the institutional purposes and whose affiliation is approved according to the provisions of the following article:
ARTICLE 6
To be incorporated as a member of the Association the following requirements are requested:
a) To be appointed by two members.
b) To assume the commitment to contribute to the development of the Association.
c) To fulfill the economic commitments fixed by the Board of each country.
d) To be committed to fulfill the provisions of this Statute and the agreements of the General Assembly.
e) To be accepted by the Governing Board.
ARTICLE 7
AIOI is made up of the following member categories:
A. FOUNDING MEMBERS: Are founding members the managers of the Academy who signed the Act of Foundation of May 31, 1999, and those that started the initial managements of the Academy in each country. 
B. REGULAR MEMBERS: All Academy associates registered for at least two years, provided that they have not been subject to disciplinary sanctions and that they are in good standing with their academic fees. These associates shall be entitled to speak and vote in internal decisions and elections of the Academy.
C. ASSOCIATE MEMBERS: The associates from the enrollment date to the following two years. These members shall NOT be entitled to speak and vote in internal decisions and elections of the association, although they must comply with the statutes and quota obligations of the Academy. All dentists, hygienists, dental assistants and dental technicians who are duly registered and in accordance with the laws of each country can apply to partners.
Special categories of associates
D. HONORARY MEMBERS: The honorary members are those that, being associated or not, have contributed to the progress of dentistry and of the association, appointed by five (05) active associates and approved by the Ordinary General Assembly. They are exempt from contributions.
E. ACADEMIC MEMBERS: The professionals who have contributed in the dentistry field with scientific researches, publications of works or books, inventions of international value, or those that have worked in administrative, operative or support positions, with a significant management. They are exempt from contributions.
F. UNIVERSITY MEMBERS are all those that are enrolled in a dentistry educational institution.
G. SUPPORTERS/SPONSORS: Companies or organizations that invest capital or provide support for the purposes of the Association as sponsors. The requests will be reviewed by the Board of Directors and, when appropriate, presented to the General Assembly for approval, as the case may be.
H. INSTITUTIONAL MEMBERS: Related Associations, Universities and organizations that request such accreditation.
ARTICLE 8
The Association will have a record book updated with law formalities, in which shall be included the name, activity, address, email and date of admission of each associate, indicating those holding administration or representation positions.
ARTICLE 9
The membership may be lost by waiver, disability, death or bankruptcy filing, as well as separation, by developing activities incompatible with the purposes of the Association expressly defined by the Governing Board, or by performing acts that cause or are likely to cause severe material or moral damage to the purposes of the Academy.
ARTICLE 10
The International Board shall submit to the General Assembly the cases that, in its opinion, constitute grounds for separation of an associate, convening an extraordinary assembly. The decision shall be taken by majority of two thirds of the present members. In case of a second call, the majority of votes of the present members is enough.
ARTICLE 11
The members shall pay an annual fee, fixed by the extraordinary general assembly, of U$ 100,00. Each National Board shall pay 20% of this amount to the International Board in January and July of every year. 
THIRD TITLE
Rights and obligations of the members
ARTICLE 12
The members are entitled to:
a. Participate directly of all scientific events such as conventions, seminaries, courses, conferences or other activities organized by the association.
b. Receive all relevant information regarding the association.
c. Other rights established in this statute.
d. Enjoy the services and advantages of the association and attend the acts celebrated.
e. After being a member for two years, becoming a REGULAR MEMBER, they can be appointed for positions in the International Board.
f. Propose in writing to governing bodies complaints and suggestions concerning the Association and its activities.
ARTICLE 13
The members are required to:
g. Respect this statute and the governing bodies of the association and the ones that may be internationally established.
h. Observe the general principles of the Association, as well as the ethical and professional rules in its professional and human interrelation, according to the particular idiosyncrasy of each country.
i. To carry out the duties for which they were elected.
FOURTH TITLE
Structure and government of the association
ARTICLE 14
Structure of the Association
Advisory Council
This council will be made up of the Founding Members and Former Presidents in order to ensure compliance with the statutes and their opinions shall be heard by the General Assembly and the International Board. The Advisory Council will be able to liaise the Directives after the corresponding elections. 
General assembly
The General Assembly will be composed of the national presidents of each country; in international assemblies and/or meetings, each country shall be entitled to one vote of its president or a representative properly credited, the other members shall be entitled only to speak.
International Board
The International Board will be headed by the associate elected in the General Assembly, who will hold the position of International President; the institution domicile will be the country in which the World President resides; The mandate will last for 3 (three) years and the president may be re-elected for another mandate. 
This Board will be constituted of a President and a Vice-president, elected by the General Assembly. The other members of the International Board will be appointed by the International President and will be made up of a Chief Executive, a Scientific Director, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of Social Activities, a Director of Promotion and Publicity, an Academic Director, all of the same country, except for the Vice-president who shall be from another country.
National Boards
Each country shall be governed by a National Board whose President shall be elected through general elections in its country; the President shall made up his/her directive committee of a Vice-president, a Chief Executive, a Scientific Director, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of Social Activities, a Director of Promotion and Publicity, and an Academic Director.
Regional Boards
Each country will be entitled to appoint regional Directors that will report to the National Board. The regional President shall made up his/her directive committee of a Vice-president, a Chief Executive, a Scientific Director, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of Social Activities, a Director of Promotion and Publicity, and an Academic Director. 
ARTICLE 15
The bodies that control and govern the Association are:
1. the Member Assembly 
2. the International Board
3. the National Boards
FIFTH TITLE
Member Assembly
ARTICLE 16
The Member Assembly is the supreme body of the Association and is made up of all the associated countries that shall be entitled to speak and vote in meetings. The assembly may be Ordinary and Extraordinary, denominated Ordinary General Member Assembly and Extraordinary General Member Assembly, respectively.
ARTICLE 17
 The Ordinary General Member Assembly shall be carried out obligatorily once every 3 years, which will be within the framework of AIOI Convention or another event in which the Academy participates. The convening will be made by email or other means, with 90 days in advance.
Falls within its competence:
a. To discuss about the Memory of the International Board, as well as about the Annual Balance of the Association.
b. To elect the members of the International Board and approve the National and Regional Presidents, expressly indicating their positions and duties.
c. To appoint external auditors when necessary or appropriate; and
d. To discuss and reach a decision about any other subject, including the subjects within the competence of the Extraordinary Assembly if they had been included in the convening and having the correspondent quorum.
ARTICLE 18
The Extraordinary General Member Assembly will be convened by the International Board through personal communication via email or other mean, with 30 days in advance.
Falls within the competence of the Extraordinary General Member Assembly:
a. To construe and modify partially or totally the statutes.
b. Remove, partially or totally, the members of the International Board. 
c. Present complaints or suggestions of each National Board on the delegation or its representatives.
d. The sale, in a single act, of more than 50% of the assets that constitute the Association.
e. To carry out investigations, audits and balances.
f. To settle the dissolution and liquidation of the Association.
g. To settle the separation of associates; and
h. Any other subject submitted to its consideration, including the subjects within the competence of the Ordinary Assembly if they had been included in the convening and having the regulatory quorum.
ARTICLE 19
The Extraordinary and Ordinary General Member Assemblies will be convened by the International Board through personal communication via email or other mean, with 90 days in advance for Ordinary Assemblies and 30 days in advance for Extraordinary Assemblies.
ARTICLE 20
The personal communications will include the day, place and hour of the meeting and the subjects to be discussed and may include the date in which, as the case may be, the second call will occur. The second call may be carried out in the same date of the first, with an interval of one hour.
ARTICLE 21
Personal convening by email shall not be required and the Assembly shall be deemed validly constituted if all active associates registered in the Member Register Book are present or represented and unanimously agree to perform the meeting and to discuss the subjects.
ARTICLE 22
Except for the cases provided in the following article, to validate the General Member Assemblies it is required, in first call, the presence of more than half of the members and, in second call, the attendance of any number of associates. The agreements are reached by the votes of more than 50% of the members attending the meeting.
ARTICLE 23
To modify the Statute or to settle the dissolution of the Association it is required, in first call, the attendance of more than half of the associates and the agreements are reached by the votes of more than 50% of the members attending the meeting. In second call, the agreements are reached by the associates that attend and that represent not less than one-tenth of the total number of members of the Association.
ARTICLE 24
The Associates may be represented in the assemblies by other associates.
The delegation will fall necessarily on another Associate, and this associate is not entitled to represent, in any case, more than four associates.
The representation conferred in simple writing will have specific validity for each assembly.
The powers of representation granted by public writing are permanent until its recall is informed to the Association.
ARTICLE 25
The Assemblies are headed by the President of the International Board and, in his/her absence, by the Vice-president. Shall be the secretary of the meeting the Secretary of the International Board and, in his/her absence, the person appointed by the President of the Assembly.
ARTICLE 26
The decisions validly made in the assemblies are obligatory for all associates, including absents and dissenters, unless the agreements were legally contested and the objection is declared reasonable.
ARTICLE 27
The assemblies and the agreements reached in them must be obligatorily recorded in a legal Minutes Book that will be taken by the Secretary of the Association.
The records shall be made with the formalities indicated by law and shall be obligatorily signed by the President and by the Secretary. If the associates also want to sign it, they are entitled to. Any associate can request to the Secretary, at his/her own expense, a certified copy of the records made in the assemblies, partially or totally.

SIXTH TITLE
International Board
ARTICLE 28
The International Board is made up of 9 members. The World President and the Vice-president are elected by the General Assembly, the other members of the International Board will be appointed by the International President and will be made up of a Chief Executive, a Scientific Director, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of Social Activities, a Director of Promotion and Publicity, an Academic Director, all of the same country, except for the Vice-president who shall be from another country.
ARTICLE 29
Only Regular Members can be elected to be part of the International Board. The election will be made through voting of the present or represented members in the Ordinary General Assembly. Those who obtain the greater number of votes shall be elected, considering that it is a direct election. 
ARTICLE 30
The members of the International Board are elected for three years and may be re-elected for a period of three years, except for the appointments made to complete the mandate of other members, in which case the mandate of the substitute will not exceed the remaining mandate period of the replaced member.
ARTICLE 31
The International Board may be renewed partially or totally at the end of its mandate. The mandate period of the International Board ends after performing the General Assembly on the balance of its last exercise, but the members will remain in their positions while a new election is not performed and the elected members does not accept their position.
ARTICLE 32
Positions in the International Board are personal and cannot be exercised in a generic way through representatives; nevertheless, a member may represent another one if the first one cannot attend a meeting, being required a written notice to formalize the delegation.
ARTICLE 33
Positions in the International Board shall become vacant in case of waiver, disassociation or pending lawsuits with the association. In such cases, the International Board will declare the vacancy and will complete the number of members by appointing an associate to fill this vacancy. The appointment shall be submitted to the approval of the International Board.
ARTICLE 34
The International Board will carry out meetings at least quarterly and, additionally, when convened by the President or upon request of its members.
ARTICLE 35
The convening for meetings of the International Board will be made by any suitable mean at the discretion of the President, with three days in advance. 
The International Board may meet without anticipated notice and in the same day of the convening when, at the discretion of the President, urgent circumstances can justify it.

ARTICLE 36
The meetings of the International Board will be headed by the President. If the President is absent or cannot attend the meeting, the Vice-president will head the meeting and, in his/her absence, the Secretary or a member appointed by the Board will be responsible for heading the meeting.
ARTICLE 37
The quorum for operation of the International Board is 50% plus one member. If the number of members is uneven, the quorum shall be the immediate whole number.
ARTICLE 38
The International Board will make its decisions by majority of votes of the present members. In case of tie, the President or his/her representative holds the casting vote.
ARTICLE 39
The member of the International Board that does not agree with the resolution of the majority can save its vote by recording his/her disagreement in the respective minutes book or through a notarized letter.
ARTICLE 40
The decisions of the International Board will be recorded in a legal minutes book that may be also used for the sessions of the General Member Assembly.
ARTICLE 41
The secretary of the association will have the responsibility of drawing up the minutes of the sessions of the International Board and, in her/his absence, the responsible for the minutes shall be appointed by the President.
The records shall be signed by the President and the Secretary after being approved.
ARTICLE 42
The International Board is vested with all the powers required to the representation, control and administration of the Association, being entitled to take decisions of all kinds and to celebrate acts and contracts of all natures without reserves or limitations, except for the subjects that by law or statutory provision falls within the exclusive competence of the General Member Assembly.
Are specific duties of the International Board those indicated below, including without limitations:
a. To guide and control the progress of the Association, taking decisions that are appropriate for the achievement of its purposes.
b. To comply with and enforce the Statute.
c. To execute and enforce the decisions of the Assembly.
d. To supervise and approve the plans, programs and budgets presented by the International Board.
e. To establish academic or social quotas. 
f. To present to the Assembly the Memory and Annual Balance of the Association.
g. To promote the affiliation of new members.
h. Appoint ad hoc panels, according to the nature of the works, whose formation is consistent with the institutional objectives.
i. To convene, as the case may be, elections of the Governing Board. 
j. To legally represent the association before all sorts of civil, municipal, administrative, legal and police authorities and authorities of any other nature and to determine the representatives of the Association, according to the powers of the Civil Procedural Code of the host country, concerning legal representation, and all the others, granting them the respective powers; and 
k. To buy, sell, exchange and encumber all sorts of assets; to decide all sorts of  civil and/or mercantile operations, acts and contracts; to open and close banking accounts and to make all sorts of banking operations; to hire all sorts of services and enter into agreements of rental of works, leases, insurance, transport and others.
ARTICLE 43
The International Board is also authorized to adopt the appropriate measures in all cases unanticipated in the Statute, enforcing its decisions.
SEVENTH TITLE
Powers of the members of the International Board
ARTICLE 44
The President is the legal representative of the Association, having the duties indicated in item “k” of article 42 and the following:
a. To convene Ordinary and Extraordinary General Assemblies and the meetings of the Governing Board.
b. To head the meetings of the Governing Board and General Assemblies.
c. To present to the Ordinary Assembly the Memory on the Association, making sure, once it is approved, that it is disclosed to all associates.
d. To represent the Association and its Governing Board in all actions in which the Association is involved; and 
e. To sign the correspondence of the Association.
ARTICLE 45
The Vice-president supports the President in the exercise of the duties assigned to him/her and shall replace the President in case of absence, impediment, waiver or death, with the same powers and duties. 
ARTICLE 46
The Scientific Director is responsible for preparing the scientific schedule of events organized by the International Board.
ARTICLE 47
The Secretary is responsible for the following duties:
a. To draft minutes of the International Board meetings and General Assemblies.
b. To communicate its admission to new associates, as well as its separation to eligible members.
c. To convene the meetings of the International Board, whose convening was provided by the President and also convene the General Assembly.
d. To draft and sign the correspondence of the Association with the President, as well as communicate the decisions made by the International Board; and
e. To advise the next Secretary during thirty days after the position renewal.
ARTICLE 48
The Treasurer is responsible for the following duties:
a. To inform to the International Board the situation of cash and accounts of the Association.
b. To issue receipts corresponding to the quotas determined by the International Board, making sure that they become effective.
c. To sign the correspondence that is sent to the associates whose dues are not paid up to date.
d. To sign, together with the President, checks and other titles and values concerning the Association, being them from any member of the International Board or people authorized by the Board.
e. Make sure that the accounting of the Association is up to date; and
f. To advise the next Treasurer during thirty days after the position renewal.
ARTICLE 49
All agents and officials appointed by the International Board shall have the powers and duties established for the corresponding positions.
EIGHTH TITLE
National Boards
ARTICLE 50
The National Board is made up of 9 members. This National President shall made up his/her directive committee of a Vice-president, a Chief Executive, a Scientific Director, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of Social Activities, a Director of Promotion and Publicity, and an Academic Director.
ARTICLE 51
All rights and duties of the National Board comply with the rules and norms set forth by the International Board.
NINTH TITLE 
Conventions, events and general activities
ARTICLE 52
A World Congress will be carried out every three years and a meeting of the International Board will be carried out every year between the congresses. The countries may propose to the International Board other scientific congresses, courses, conferences, seminaries and others, reasonably justifying the request.
Each country may organize National Congresses three months before or after each World Congress in order not to overburden the members.
ARTICLE 53
Any national activity carried out on behalf of the association (congresses, courses, conferences and others), shall be informed to the International Board.
ARTICLE 54
Any activity carried out on behalf of the Association shall contribute with the International Board with the following amounts: International Congresses, Courses, Seminaries and other activities: 10% of the collected gross value.  National Congresses, Courses, Seminaries and other activities: 7% of the collected gross value. This amount shall be deposited in AIOI's Bank Account in the host country of the International Board up to 15 days after the end of each activity. 
TENTH TITLE
Graduates, certifications and recognitions
ARTICLE 55
A Dentistry Certificate shall be granted to the members that meet the requirements demanded by the proper legislation. All diplomas issued by the Academy will be registered in a record book updated with the formalities of Law, in which all the relevant data is included.
ARTICLE 56
A Quality Certificate from the Comprehensive Dentistry International Academy shall be granted to the clinics that meet the requirements demanded by the proper legislation. All certificates issued by the Academy will be registered in a record book updated with the formalities of Law, in which all the relevant data is included.
ELEVENTH TITLE
Association assets
ARTICLE 57
The Assets are made up of goods, donations, allocations and other earnings coming from organizations or natural/legal persons, national or foreign, as well as the contributions of the associates.
ARTICLE 58
In the pursuit of its institutional objectives, the Association can acquire all sorts of goods, as well as receive and carry out donations or subsidies and, in general, freely manage its goods, incomes and resources.
ARTICLE 59
The assets of the association cannot be transferred to any member.
TWELFTH TITLE
Association dissolution, liquidation and validity
ARTICLE 60
The Association shall dissolve in the cases provided by the Civil Code, or when an International General Assembly is convened in order to discuss this matter and the dissolution is decided.
ARTICLE 61
The dissolution must be agreed according to the provisions set forth in the article nineteenth of these statutes.
ARTICLE 62
Once the dissolution is decided, the Extraordinary General Assembly shall appoint three associates to conduct the process of liquidation as the Liquidating Committee.
The appointed Committee shall elect the President and organize its operations.
ARTICLE 63
The Liquidating Committee shall have the powers conferred by the Extraordinary General Assembly and the powers conferred by the General Law of Societies in cases of liquidation, as applicable.
ARTICLE 64
Once all obligations of the Association are paid, the resulting assets shall be allocated, free of charges, to other similar entity or other universities or charitable organizations, national or international.
ARTICLE 65
This statute comes into force after its approval by the Extraordinary General Assembly.
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
